Doctors urged her to abort the baby for her own
safety and told her that the medicines had caused Irreversible damage to her
baby. She refused the abortion and cited her Christian faith as the reason for her
hope that her son would be born without the devastating disabilities physicians
predicted. She recalled making a pledge to God with her husband: If you will give
us a son, we'll name him Timothy and we'll make him a preacher. Pam's youngest
son is indeed a preacher. He preaches In prisons, makes hospital visits, and serves
with his father's ministry in the Philippines. He also played football. Pam's son is
Tim Tebow. He was quarterback of the Denver Broncos and NY Giants. He is
currently in tryouts for the NY Mets. -_.
